• Cash – bring U.S. Dollars

• ATMs – near hotels in Zanzibar and Arusha

• Credit cards – Visa and MasterCard

• Do not bring Travellers Cheques

Money



• Safari guides: $20 per guide, per day 

• Other guides:
• Ng’iresi Village, $5 per person
• Half-day tours: $3 per person

• Meals: 
• Group meals: Small tip on the table
• Other meals: 10%-15%

• Porter: $1-$2 per bag

• Some hotels/lodges have a communal tip jar

Health and Safety



• Food:
• Food at hotels and restaurants is safe
• Zanzibar - two meals on your own
• Street food: proceed with caution
• Avoid salads and fruits without a peel

• Water:
• Bottled water

• Drinking and brushing teeth
• Ice – ask if purified or boiled first
• Bathing – don’t open your mouth

Food and Water



• Eastern Africa Time (EAT) zone - 7 hours ahead of MI 

• Voltage is 220V-240V (U.S. is 120V)
• Dual voltage items – just need type D and G adapters
• If not dual voltage, need a converter too
• Generators

• Upscale shops with prices marked -
probably not worth bargaining
